This guide explains how to replace the Sealed Lead Acid (SLA) battery in the Ritelite K9
portable work light. The battery can be replaced in approximately 5 to 10 minutes per unit.

* Only Ritelite K-LiTE batteries should be used. Any other batteries will invalidate
the warranty.

e Ensure the battery is swapped for the same type. Other battery types are not
compatible with this unit.

¢ The old battery must be disposed of correctly. Check local regulations.

BATTERY REPLACEMENT INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the light head from the base unit, and 2. Lift the grey section from the blue section of
turn the unit upside down.

13. Once the base is secure turn the unit over back 14. Test the unit is working correctly by powering
onto its base. Slide all poles back into the pole on the light head. If working as it should the battery
retainer. Reattach the light head. replacement is complete.
